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Originally from Norway, Anne-Lise Deering moved to Edmonds, WA from Central 

Pennsylvania in 1999.

Anne-Lise has a BA in art from Pennsylvania State University and took graduate 

courses in medallic art and computer graphic design.  After graduation she built 

a studio and was a full-time artist, working mostly with clay, until 1990 when she 

became involved with designing and casting medals in bronze after taking a class 

in medallic art. She learned how to model a medal in clay and to carve in plaster, 
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medal by applying patina. 

Anne-Lise has been a member of the international medals group, “FIDEM,” and 

the American Medallic Sculpture Association [AMSA] since 1990 and the Medallic 

Art Society of Canada (MASC) from its inception. Her medals have been included 

in several juried, AMSA and MASC exhibitions and international FIDEM exhibits in 

Weimar, Germany 2000, Paris 2002, Seixal, Portugal 2004 and Colorado Springs 

2007. 

“Achieving Harmony ”was inspired by her sweet and friendly recorder teachers. 

The obverse shows two women playing recorders and the reverse shows a musical 

score and G-cleft symbol. The original design was carved in a hard oil clay that 

she made a mold from and then cast in bonded bronze, a material that is half 

bronze powder and half resin by weight.   “Achieving Harmony” will be on exhibit 

in Tampere, Finland this summer in conjunction with the FIDEM congress in June.
